You may 

   only have 2 minutes or less to

   escape in a real fire.

 5. Test your smoke alarms

   monthly. Change the batteries

   twice a year.

 In the case of a real fire:

2. Call 9-1-1 once you are outside. 

1. Get out and stay out! Never go back 

inside for people, pets, or things.  

3. If smoke is visible in the room, get low 

and crawl to an exit.
